Frankie worked at
and retired from Wrigley's. She was also a member of the Gainesville Hall County Black
History Society and a faithful member of Bethel AME Church. 

 

She loved to eat,
and as her closest friends would say, she always "rewrote the menu" when ordering her
food. She was most proud of her children, Daniel and Traci. She made countless efforts to
support her loved ones, such as learning sign language to communicate with her
grandson and attending the significant events of her children and grandchildren. There
was never a doubt that she loved and cherished her family and friends.
